An act to allow schools and businesses to enforce a better approach to mental health and mental 1 
illness throughout the state.  2

Be it enacted by the Youth Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky 4

Section 1: This bill will make a plan of action in the form of the paper protocols that schools and 6 
businesses will follow and it comes to dealing with mental illness and problems that may arise from 7 
contractors or outside factors being involved. All illnesses associated as mental health (Schizophrenia, 8 
bipolar disorder, major depression, ADD, autism, PTSD, eating disorders, dissociative disorder, BPD, 9 
and any anxieties) will be included into the plan. 10 
 11 
Section 2: The plans of action and anything involving such will be regulated by the school counselors, 12 
principles, and school board. In businesses, it will be regulated by the CEO and general managers, or for 13 
the representative for that branch 14 
 15 
Section 3: This plan will not diagnose any illness, but will help guide the persons already diagnosed by 16 
medical professional into a better field of handling and function with their illnesses in everyday life. 17 
This gives the counselors a better idea of what they can do to help the student or employee who is 18 
suffering 19

Section 4: This bill has no foreseeable cost, as it is just a written plan of action and is not a program or 21 
set of materials that needs to be bought, it is a document explaining protocol the schools must follow 22 
in order to be in the necessary guidelines of the state.23
